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This is a suggested schedule. For alternatives and details, consult the latest "Recommended

1 HepB series: In absence of documented birth-dose, a schedule starting at 2 months of age is acceptable. If using 
 combination vaccines, a fourth dose is allowable. Final dose given no earlier than 24 weeks of age. If using ComVax®  

 (combined Hib and HepB vaccine), final dose is at 12-15 months of age.
2 The first dose should be given between 6-12 weeks of age. Maximum age for Rotavirus vaccine is 32 weeks.
3 This six month Hib dose can be skipped if Pedvax HIB® and/or ComVax® are used exclusively for the 
 2 and 4 month infant doses.
4 MMRV vaccine can be used when both MMR and Varicella vaccines are indicated.
5 Temporarily defer Hib booster dose, except for high risk children.
6 PCV series should be given at ≥12 months of age. 
7 Human Papillomavirus vaccine is recommended for girls only. The second dose should be given 2 months after 
 the first dose and the third dose 4 months after the second dose.
8 Administer MCV4 to all previously unvaccinated adolescents.
9 All routine vaccines are available in a thimerosal-free option. See California Health and Safety Code §124172. 
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
